ERRATA and ADDENDA TO THE CHURCH BELLS OF NOTTINGHAMSHIRE.
Now that Volume 4 has published full details of all amendments in Volumes 1 to 3, any further additions are appended below.
16. Barnstone, St Mary.

The two bells have been removed from the turret on the sale of the now closed church. All being well they will become part of a light ring of 8 bells to be erected at St Benedict’s church, Lincoln.
26. Bestwood, St Matthew on the Hill.

The larger of the two bells has now been sold to the Keltek Trust for relocation at Kirkby Overblow, Yorkshire, as the 3rd bell of 4 in the augmented ring. The smaller bell is to be reused.
36. Blyth, Ss Mary & Martin.

The inscription on the old 4th bell was incomplete in Book 1. It should read:

BENEDICTA SIT S: TRINITAS JOHANNESCOSSALE ATRE XPI COMPOSUIT A D MCCCCXX1

At 1421 it was the latest known bell by Colsale. 

37. Bole.

The bells have been rehung by Taylors with new fittings for full circle ringing, and their weights are now 3.2.8, 4.1.24 & 5.2.0.

55. Car Colston, St Mary.

The bells have been removed from the tower for restoration and augmentation.

On the demolition of the church the old 1882 bell was traded into Taylors and a new bell was cast for the new St Patricks in the Meadows.

Somehow I omitted details of Colsale so apologies.
Colsale is a somewhat mysterious character in that he advertises himself well with his inscriptions on bells, but never his location. Whether his name gives his location (as Cossall or Coleshill) is open to conjecture, but as the wide range of locations of his known bells do not lead us to any definite conclusion. His name has not occurred in any Town Records. However the bells range in date from 1409 to 1421, so clearly he produced a good number of bells and covered a wide area.
